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2025 DIRECT SCHOOL ADMISSION-SEC (DSA-SEC) FOR 2026 YEAR 1 INTAKE
WRITE-UP, TIMELINE AND TALENT SELECTION TRIALS

The Direct School Admission-Sec (DSA-Sec) provides students with the opportunity to seek admission to
a secondary school, based on a diverse range of specific academic and non-academic achievements and
talents that they can demonstrate beyond the Primary School Leaving Examination (PSLE). Participation
in DSA-Sec is optional. Primary 6 students who do not want to participate in the DSA-Sec will continue
to seek admission based on their PSLE results through the MOE Secondary 1 (S1) Posting.

APPLICATION PROCESS

2025 Direct School Admission-Secondary (DSA-Sec) for admission to Secondary 1 in 2026 will
commence from 7 May 2025, 11am to 3 June 2025, 3pm. Boys who wish to participate in Anglo-
Chinese School (Independent)’s DSA-Sec exercise are required to apply through the online MOE DSA-Sec
Portal. For more details, please refer to MOE website — https://www.moe.gov.sg/dsa-sec .

Applicants can opt for Singapore-Cambridge Secondary Education Certificate (SEC) Programme,
Integrated Programme (IP) or No Preference (i.e., to be considered for IP and SEC Programme).

e Singapore-Cambridge Secondary Education Certificate (SEC) Programme is a four-year course
which leads to the Singapore-Cambridge Secondary Education Certificate.

e Integrated Programme (IP) is a six-year through-train course which leads to the International
Baccalaureate (IB) Diploma.

Students may apply through DSA-Sec to Anglo-Chinese School (Independent) for the listed specific

talent areas. The final selection is dependent on various factors such as the number and quality of

applications received, the school’s talent requirements, the availability of suitable candidates, and

vacancies. There is no guarantee that at least one offer will be granted for every listed talent area as

selection is dependent on these factors.

SELECTION CRITERIA

a)

Admission Criteria for the ACS (Independent) four-year Singapore-Cambridge Secondary Education

Certificate (SEC) Programme or six-year Integrated Programme (IP) is open to male students only.

Applicants who do not have prior experience may also apply. The school will assess applicants
based on the selection criteria, which may include assessing the potential of the applicants.

For admission into the ACS (Independent) SEC Programme or IP, students will be selected based on

the following:

Primary 5 and Primary 6 academic results or equivalent results.

Talent in the following areas: Badminton, Basketball, Bowling, Canoeing, Cricket, Cross
Country, Golf, Humanities, International Chess, Mathematics, Music Elective
Programme, Robotics, Rugby, Sailing, Science, Shooting, Softball, Squash, Swimming,
Tennis, Track and Field, Volleyball and Water Polo.

Records in the MOE DSA-Sec Portal to be considered for selection includes national age
group rankings and/or results from national inter-primary school competitions and/or
results from other competitions sanctioned by the respective National Sports
Associations or relevant competition organisers. Physical fitness test results,
experience, qualifications and participation in the Co-curricular Activities (CCAs) will also
be considered.

» For Bowling, Cricket, Cross Country, Rugby, Softball, Squash, Tennis, Track and
Field, Volleyball and Water Polo, all applicants must participate in our talent
selection trials. For details on selection trial date, time and venue, please refer to
the document titled 2025 DSA-Sec Talent Selection Trials for 2026 Year 1 Intake’.

» For Badminton, to be eligible to attend selection trials, applicants should have
competed at SBA sanctioned National Age-Group competitions or NSG Zonal and
National Schools’ competitions at the primary school level. The selection trial dates
are 9 July 2025 (Wed) or 10 July 2025 (Thu).

> For Basketball, only selected applicants will be invited for trial.  Strong
consideration will be given to an applicant’s competitive experience, including
participation in NSG Zone and National Schools competitions at the primary school
level as well as age-group competitions sanctioned by Basketball Association of
Singapore (BAS) and International Basketball Federation (FIBA). The first round of
selection trial is on 11 July 2025 (Fri) and the final round for shortlisted applicants
only is on 18 July 2025 (Fri).

» For Canoeing, International Chess, Sailing and Swimming, we do not conduct
selection trials and records from MOE DSA-Sec Portal will be used for consideration.

» For Golf, applicants must have a Golf handicap of not more than 15. Shortlisted
applicants will be contacted for interviews/selection trials.
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b)

» For Humanities and Science, shortlisted applicants will be contacted for interviews.

» For Mathematics, we do not conduct selection trials. Only Asia-Pacific Mathematical
Olympiad for Primary Schools (APMOPS) organized by HCI, Round 1 Platinum
awardees will be considered. Shortlisted applicants will be contacted for interviews.

» For Music Elective Programme, shortlisted applicants will be contacted for
auditions. The audition dates are 9 July 2025 (Wed) afternoon or 16 July 2025
(Wed) afternoon in ACS(I) Music Room 1, Level 4 Old Block where Clock Tower is
located.

> For Robotics, shortlisted applicants will be contacted for selection trial. The Main
Trial Date is 12 July 2025 (Sat) from 9 am to 11:30 am and the Make-up Trial Date is
18 July 2025 (Fri) from 2:30 pm to 5 pm in ACS(l) Auditorium 1, Level 3 Old Block
where Clock Tower is located.

> For Shooting, strong consideration will be given to an applicant who has prior
shooting experience. Including participation in Singapore Cup (Monthly Shoot) held
at SAFRA Yishun. Shortlisted applicants will be contacted for interviews/selection
trials. Trial Date and Interview is 11 July 2025 (Fri) from 2 pm to 4:30 pm.

e There is no need for applicants to contact our teachers. After 30 June 2025, our
teachers will contact the applicants for talent selection trials, interviews, or auditions,
where applicable.

¢ Meeting all the criteria does not guarantee the student will be shortlisted/given an
offer. Due to different profiles of applicants, selection/shortlisting trends may differ
year on year.

Depending on vacancy, students admitted into the Secondary Education Certificate (SEC)
Programme via the DSA-Sec may be offered the Integrated Programme (IP) if the student’s PSLE
score meets our PSLE cut-off score for IP after the release of the MOE S1 Posting results for
Secondary Schools in December. The IP PSLE cut-off score based on 2024 PSLE students posted to
our school for 2025 Secondary 1 IP was 6.

There are two other entry points into the ACS (Independent) Integrated Programme - at Year 3 and
Year 5 (see diagram above). Details on Year 3 and 5 admissions will be released the year prior to
the intake year.

Students successfully allocated a school via DSA-Sec are NOT allowed to participate in the MOE
Secondary 1 (S1) Posting as they are expected to honour the commitment made to the DSA-Sec
school when they exercise their Confirmed Offer (CO) or Waitlist offer (WL). Students are also
NOT allowed to transfer to another school after the release of the PSLE results. They are
expected to honour the commitment to the posted DSA schools for the duration of the
programme they are admitted to (4 years for the Secondary Education Certificate Programme or
6 years for the Integrated Programme) and participate in activities related to the talent they are
selected for from Year 1 to 4. If they are not able to fulfil the DSA commitment without valid
reasons, they may be required to transfer out to another school with vacancies by MOE. Hence,
please consider carefully before you accept an offer to be admitted to a school through DSA-Sec.

Parents and students are encouraged to choose schools wisely based on the student’s aptitudes
and strengths, bearing in mind the schools’ academic and non-academic requirements, and the
programmes available to develop the child’s area of talent. In addition, students in MOE

mainstream primary schools must sit for the PSLE and obtain a PSLE score of 22 points or less.

Each choice consists of a secondary school and a
talent area offered by that secondary school.

Of the three choices, an applicant may use a
maximum of two choices to apply to the same
school, for two different talent areas of that
school.

If a talent area is offered for both the Secondary
Education Certificate (SEC) Programme and
Integrated Programme (IP) in a dual-track school,
applicants are to indicate a preference or no
preference. The school may offer the applicants a
track that is different from their indicated
preference, based on the school’s assessment of
their suitability. It is recommended to indicate “No
Preference” so that you <can have 2
considerations, i.e., IP and SEC Programme.

There is no need to pay application fee.

Below are the details of applying through online

MOE DSA-Sec Portal:

e Applicants studying in MOE mainstream
primary schools: Only one parent’s SingPass is
needed to log in. If parent/guardian is unable
to apply online, they can approach the child’s
primary school for assistance.

e Applicant NOT studying in MOE mainstream
primary schools: You need to apply for a
Registration Number (RGxxxxxxx) via MOE DSA
Website (online form) to access the online
MOE DSA-Sec Portal. Please refer to MOE
website at  https://go.gov.sg/nmsdsa-sec-
application. Such students include Returning
Singaporeans, International (foreign) Students
studying overseas or in local international
schools, students in Special Education Schools
or religious schools (e.g., Pathlight, Madrasah,
San Yu Adventist) and home-schoolers. All
successful International (foreign) Students are
reminded to register and take part in the
Admission Exercise for International Students
(AEIS) test conducted by MOE as the offers
given to them remain as conditional offers till
they fulfill the requirements of the AEIS.

June 2025, our teachers will contact the
applicants for talent selection trials, interviews or
auditions where applicable.
