Year 3 & 4 Geography - Skills

»Geographic skills provide the necessary tools and techniques for us to
think geographically.

»The skills are central to the subject’s distinctive approach to understanding
Earth’s physical and human patterns and processes: observe patterns,
associations and spatial order

» Ability to acquire, arrange and use geographic information helps us make
decisions important to everyday life, e.g. where to buy/rent home, where
to get a job, where to shop, where to vacation.



Year 3 & 4 Geography - Skills

» Community decisions relating to problems of air, water and land
pollution, location issues, e.g. where to place industries, schools,
residential areas

» Business decisions, e.g. best site for supermarket, airports, issues of
resource use or international trade

» Political decisions, e.g. evaluation of foreign affairs, international
economic policy, local zoning and land use

»Geographic skills aid in the development and presentation of
effective, persuasive arguments regarding matters of public policy
