Through Geography IAs and EEs,
students undertake individual efforts to collect first-
hand data, analyse and present their findings in
response to questions about a particular real-world
phenomenon. Geographical skills are also integrated
throughout the entire course to ensure that students
will have competency in a number of skills such as
map interpretation, basic statistical techniques and
the interpretation of graphical data.

One
fieldwork leading to one written report of 2,500
words. Must be from the syllabus.
